1. Map walk
The map shows a bunch of places and the streets that connect them. Can you walk along the streets from start to finish, walking on each street once without repeating? In what order would you visit the letters on the map?

Solution: Many solutions are possible. One is start, finish, F, C, G, start, C, B, A, D, F, E, A, finish. Can you find others?

2. What's in a (colour) name?
At a restaurant downtown, Mr. Red, Mr. Blue, and Mr. White meet for lunch. Under their coats they are wearing either a red, blue, or white shirt.

Mr. Blue says, "Hey, did you notice we are all wearing different colored shirts from our names?"

The man wearing the white shirt says, "Wow, Mr. Blue, that's right!"

Can you tell who is wearing what color shirt?

Solution: Since none of the shirt colours match their name, we know that Mr Blue can only be wearing a red (R) or white (W) shirt. Since the person wearing the white shirt is talking to Mr Blue, it means that Mr Blue is wearing the R shirt. Now the person wearing the W shirt can be Mr Red or Mr Blue. Since we have just decided that Mr Blue is wearing a red shirt, the person wearing the W shirt is Mr Red. Similarly, Mr White can only wear B or R shirt. He is not wearing R so he is wearing Blue. 
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
